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How to Login to Your Laptop Computer and Connect to Wi-Fi:

1. Turn on your computer by pressing the power button on your computer and wait for it to boot to a
login screen

2. Enter the username given to you by your school.

3. Enter the password given to you by your school.

4. It might take a few moments to get to the desktop screen

5. Once at the desktop screen you will want to connect to your home’s Wi-Fi. You can do this by

clicking on the Wi-Fi icon in the lower right corner of your screen as shown below, then selecting
your home network.
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6. Once you click on your home Wi-Fi and authenticate by entering your Wi-Fi password, you should

see that you are Connected, secured (your network name will be different than what is shown
below).
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7. Now that you are connected you should be able to open the Google Chrome web browser to
access your Google Classroom share drive.

8. There will be a separate set of instructions for accessing your Google Classroom.

9. One last thing to note is that if you end up needing help, you may be asked to identify the
computer. This identification number can be found in the upper right-hand corner of your
computer’s desktop screen as shown below:
